 Daniel 9:24 sets up a 490-year timetable 
 
 
 Daniel 9:25 predicts the decree of Nehemiah 2:1-8, which dates to March 5, 444 B.C. 
 
 
  The first seven heptads (49 years) were the duration of construction 
   (e.g., for the initial decree to be accomplished) 
 

The next sixty-two heptads (434 years) were to the time when Messiah came 
into Jerusalem triumphantly. 
After the completion of the sixty-nine, but before the start of the seventieth, 
two events would happen: 



 
 Messiah is cut off 
 
 
 The people of the coming prince lay siege to Jerusalem 
 
 
 Significance of “after” 
 
 
The yet-future seventieth heptad (the tribulation) 

 
7 years × 69 = 483 years 
483 (360-day prophetic-years) = 173,880 days 
A solar year has 365.24219879 days (≈ 365¼ days) 
173,880/365.24219879 = 476 prophetic years and 25 days 

(Nisan 1) March 5, 444 B.C. + 173,880 days = March 30, A.D. 33 (Palm Monday)

Jesus’ Love for His Disciples, Despite Facing Death (13:1)  MONDAY–THURSDAY 
 To what does “before the feast” refer? 
 
 
The Passover Meal (13:2-11)        THURSDAY 
 Timetable issues 
  Judeans and Sadducees used a sunset to sunset (night/day) system 
   Thursday was Passover-eve for them 
 
 
  Galileans and Pharisees used a sunrise to sunrise (day/night) system 
   Thursday was Passover for them 
Jesus Before Pilate (John 18:28-38)       FRIDAY 

The Sadducees wanted to be ritually pure so they could eat Passover, but Galileans and 
Pharisees had already eaten the Passover 

 
Barabbas Chosen (John 18:38b-40)       FRIDAY 
 
 
Pilate Decides to Crucify Jesus (John 19:5-16)     FRIDAY
